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Bilingual Education

The superintendent of schools, or his/her designee, shall ascertain annually the number of children of limited and non-English speaking ability within the school district, classify them according to their dominant language, and make a report to the Board of Education.

If it is determined that the school system has twenty or more limited or non-English speaking children in a given school who would be helped in developing mastery of the English language through a bilingual program, the superintendent shall develop a program of bilingual education for such eligible children for the next school year.  The plan shall be submitted to the commissioner of education for review.

The superintendent shall apply annually for a grant of funds to support such a program and submit annual reports of progress as required by law.
