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Time, Place, Notification of Meetings

The Board of Education shall hold meetings as follows:

A. Regular Meetings:

(1)  Meetings shall normally be held twice a month throughout the year on days determined by the Board provided proper notification is provided according to law.  Meetings may be dropped during the school summer vacation by majority vote of the Board members at a prior meeting.

(2)  Place:  All meetings will be held at a place designated by the superintendent with approval of the chairperson.

(3)  Time:  Meetings shall normally start at 7:00 p.m.  The chairperson may elect a different starting time for a particular meeting.

(4)  Notification:

- to Board members:  Notice of regular meeting to Board members will be accomplished by distribution of a typewritten copy of the agenda by the superintendent to each member at least three days in advance of the meeting.  Absence of such notification shall preclude convening that regular meeting.

- to the public:  Notice of regular meetings shall be forwarded to the news media and two (2) copies of agenda filed at the town hall.  Copies of the agenda for that meeting shall be placed in a spot near the entrance to the meeting room so that members of the public may be able to take one and follow the progress of the meeting.

(5) Type of Meetings:  

Open – All meetings shall normally be open.  All votes shall be taken in open session.


Executive Session – Whenever an executive session is held, the Board shall reconvene in open session to take final action. 

B. Special Meetings:
(1)  Special meetings may be held from time to time, as determined by the Board, in conformance with law.

(2)  Special meetings of the Board shall be held whenever called by the chairperson or upon written request submitted to the secretary by any four (4) members.

C. Emergency Meetings:

(1)  Emergency meetings of the Board may be called by the chairperson when it appears that vital matters must be settled prior to the time necessary for either a regular meeting or a special meeting to be called.

(2)  Emergency meetings may be held by the Board of Education whenever it deems them to be necessary, in conformance with the law.
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
