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Naming of School Facilities
It shall be the responsibility of the Board of Education to establish the need and appropriateness for naming any school unit, which includes all outdoor and indoor facilities of the school.  When the need has been determined, guidelines will be established by the Board of Education and input will be sought from members of the community.
If the school is named after a person, preference shall be given to names of (deceased) persons who have made a significant contribution to education.

The general procedure for naming a school or school-related facility shall be as follows:

1. The Board shall appoint a committee of two citizens from the immediate community served by the particular school; one representative from the teachers’ group, one representative from the classified employees’ group, one Board member and one student; with the invitation to the Town Council to appoint a representative.

2. The appointed committee will seek community input for name proposals and present a list of names to the superintendent, who will forward them to the Board.

3. The Board shall then make the final name selection from the list the committee submitted.
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
